
APPROXIMATE TAXI FARES
From Midway - $35
From O’Hare - $60
From Downtown - $35

MIDWAY
Midway International Airport is approximately eight miles west of the University 
of Chicago campus. Midway is easily accessible from our campus by public trans-
portation, car, shuttle, and taxi.

O’HARE
O’Hare International Airport is approximately 30 miles northwest and is also acces-
sible from our campus by public transportation, shuttle, car, and taxi.

FROM MIDWAY AIRPORT
Follow the airport signs to the CTA Orange Line/transit center. At the transit cen-
ter, walk outside to the CTA bus terminal and board the #55 Garfield bus. The bus 
runs east on 55th Street to the Museum of Science and Industry. Exit at the Ellis 
Avenue stop (you will see the Ratner Atheletic Center on the corner). Walk south 
on Ellis Avenue, for two blocks, to 57th Street. Turn right on 57th Street, away 
from the Mansueto Library dome,  and continue west for one block west. You will 
see the Biological Sciences Learning Center (BSLC) and the Pritzker School of 
Medicine on your right.

If you are headed to downtown Chicago from Midway Airport, take the Orange 
Line from Midway Airport, and then follow our directions from downtown to 
campus. Go to: CTA Orange Line

FROM O’HARE AIRPORT
Take the CTA Blue Line train from the airport to the Jackson stop downtown. Exit 
the subway and walk one block east to State Street. Then follow directions for travel 
by the #6 Jackson Park Express bus above. Go to: CTA Blue Line

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATIONAIRPORTS
FROM DOWNTOWN BY TRAIN
The quickest and easiest way to campus is to catch the Metra Electric commuter 
train at the Millennium Park/Randolph, Van Buren, or Roosevelt stations. Exit at 
the 57th Street stop and walk eight blocks west on 57th Street to Ellis Avenue.  One 
block past Ellis Ave and the Mansueto Library dome you will see the Biological Sci-
ences Learning Center on your right. Go to: Metra Electric Website
 
FROM DOWNTOWN BY BUS
Board the southbound #6 Jackson Park Express bus (toward 79th/South Shore), 
which runs along State Street with multiple stops between Lake Street and Congress 
Parkway. Exit the bus at 57th Street and Stony Island Avenue. Walk west on 57th 
Street, toward the train overpass, and continue for about eight blocks until you get 
to Ellis Avenue. One block past Ellis Ave and the Mansueto Library dome you will 
see the Biological Sciences Learning Center on your right. Go to: Bus Schedule
